From Philadelphia etc.

Rt. 422 West. Approaching Robesonia, turn left onto S. Freeman Street, follow for approx. 1 mile. Turn left onto Furnace Road. Approx. 50 yards, turn left onto East Mountain Ave.. Approx 400 yards on left.  101 East Mountain Ave. 

From Harrisburg etc.

Rt. 422 East. Go through Robesonia, turn right onto S. Freeman Street, follow for approx. 1 mile. Turn left onto Furnace Road. Approx. 50 yards, turn left onto East Mountain Ave.. Approx 400 yards on left.  101 East Mountain Ave..

Event Schedule:

8.30am-9.30am Registration.  

Advanced registration is requested. 

(Registration Form attached).

Upon arrival, follow signs directly to “Event Registration”.

9.00am-9.30am Scrutineering.

Basic safety checks, (steering, brakes, no leaking fluids etc.).  Ensure any/all loose items are either removed or stowed in the rear of the vehicle.

(If your vehicle has passed State Inspection you should be fine, but please be aware that your vehicle will experience “lumps & bumps” not normally found on the road)

If you have a fire extinguisher, first aid kit and recovery gear please bring them and show them to a Group Marshall.

Group Marshall must sign Driver’s Score Sheet before assembling into groups. 

9.45am-10.00am Driver/Marshall Meeting. 

Explanation of Trial section format, scoring, Driver’s/ Marshall’s responsibility etc.

10.00am-12.00pm Trial Sections.

Sections have been designed where you must maneuver your vehicle through a series of canes without touching them, or stopping. (Vehicles maybe allowed one or more reversing maneuvers “shunts” per section. Group Marshall will notify each Driver at section start).

The Driver(s) with the least amount of points (in their class) at the end of the day wins.

Sections have been designed to be challenging & non-damaging. Wherever, possible sections have been “wheeled/driven” with a variety of vehicles. However, depending on your individual driving skills, vehicle damage cannot be ruled out.

12.00pm-1.00pm Lunch.

We will provide pizza and soda from a local diner

1.00pm-4.00pm Trial Sections.

Rejoin vehicle groups.

4.00pm-4.30pm Check & Clean Vehicles.

Check your vehicle to ensure it is safe for road use, remove excessive mud before going on public road.

Spectators and children welcome. (No pets please).

Drivers:

Drivers will be assembled into groups of approx. 8/10 vehicles per group depending on the number of entries.

Vehicles will compete in teams of two, and one section is replaced by a team recovery.  No winch 
will be required, but skill and enthusiasm can win the day.

Marshaling information

As this is a rather informal event we ask that drivers who are available to help with marshaling the various sections.  

The object of a trial is to test the Driver's skill in completing a series of short courses laid out by the Event Organizers. A trial usually consists of 10 or 12 courses, or “sections” as they are usually known, marked out by pairs of canes to show the line of the section. Each pair of canes is known as a "gate" and there are ten or twelve gates to a section. The object is to drive from gate 10 or 12 to gate 1 without stopping and without hitting any of the gates.  

Each Driver collects points depending upon how far along the section he/she gets. For instance, if the vehicle cannot start, or hits the start gate, the score will be 10/12. However, if the vehicle is driven from start to finish of the section without stopping or hitting any gates, the score is 0. Between the start and finish, if the 6 gate is hit, the score is 6, but if the 6 gate is cleared , and the vehicle then stops, the score is 5. i.e. the Driver has cleared the 6, but not reached the 5.  The diagram may make this more clear. At the end of the day the scores for all the sections are added up, and the Driver with the lowest score is the winner.

Driver Responsibility:

Drivers should enter the event with a good/friendly spirit…..and keep it.

Marshal’s word is FINAL.

Drivers should not feel committed to run a section if the Driver suspects the vehicle will be damaged, (you’re here to have fun, not to burn a hole in your check book).

However, if a section is “missed” the Driver will be awarded maximum section points. 

Driver is responsible to ensure that their Score-Sheet is scored by the Marshall at each section and handed to the Group Marshall at the end of the day.

(Take lots of photos/video, your fellow competitors would appreciate themselves in action).

Group Marshall Responsibility:

A Group Marshall will travel with each group. The Group Marshall is responsible for assembling his/her group. The Group Marshall has overall responsibility for sections being attempted.

Section “entry & exit” to be kept clear. Only one vehicle is to be on the section at any time. 

In the event that a vehicle gets stuck the Group Marshall is to ensure that there is no excessive wheel spin. Group Marshall oversees a quick vehicle recovery and replaces section canes if necessary.

Group Marshall should ensure that spectators are in safe locations, especially during vehicle recovery.
